Charles Lowrie Emmons was hor
in San Jose, Calif., Nov. 16, 186
His father and mother came to Cal
fornia during the 1849 gold rusl
They moved to Montana when Charlc
was 8 boy of 17..

It was in 1920 whén he joined :
group of Kalizspell men and startes
ta secure acreage in the Kevin-Sun
burst potential field, where Gordo:
Campbell wag drilling what turne«
out to be the discovery well on th
west side of the field. Mr, Emmon
was more impressed with the eas
side and leased some 6,000 acres

whirh Intar wwavad +a ha tho aveon

side and Jleased some 6,000 acres,
which later proved to be the ereany
of that oil field, on which the Ful-
ton, Rice, Hawley and other heavy
producers were drilled, From these:
leases approximately $25,000,000 was
‘taken vut. It was upon this acreage:
the foundation of the Kalispell-Ke-:
vin 0il company was organized on
March 16, 1921, of which Judge J. E.
Erickson became the first president.
'Mr. Emmons succeeded him when
Erickson was eeccted governor in
1924, which office Mr. Emmons he!d
up to the time of his death, The
company paid its stockholders in divi-
dends from retained royalties $1,-
-200,000. :
He became identified with the
Zonolite company at Libby in 1926
and was vice president and director,
of the company until it was taken
over by the Universal Vermiculite
rompany, composed of Chicago and
Detroit capitalists.
