Crash claims family

SOMERS — A Polson couple and their young son
were killed and three other persons injured in a three-
vehicle accident which strew wreckage along U.S. 93
at Somers Monday night.

The dead were identified today as Paul and Sheri
McClure of Polson, and their three-year-old son Paul
McClure Jr. - .

A truck and semi trailer hauling crushed cars from
Superior to Regina, Sask. was northbound around a
curve on the highway when it was passed by a
northbound parcel truck, said Flathead County Sheriff
Al Rierson.

An oncoming car in the southbound lane forced the
parcel truck back into the northbound lane in front of
the semi. The driver of the semi, Don Esterholt, Cut
Bank, then slammed on his brakes to prevent from hit-
ting the parcel truck and the trailer went out of con-
trol, and struck an oncoming southbound car in which
the Polson residents were riding, Rierson said.

Montana Highway Patrolman Jim Jensen told The
Daily Inter Lake that the owner and/or driver of the
parcel truck hasn’t definitely been established yet.
