“He brought a level of sheer
enthusiasm to observing things in
nature.”’ said Mark Thompson. the
director of publications for Ameri-
can Geographic Publishing, who

- worked with him on his book. Mark

were not related.

“‘He passed his enthusiasm along
to everyone who worked with him,”
said Mark Thompson. “He was in-
terested in the silliest, most minute
things. He was under contract to
write a book on North American
wild rodents, and he was as happy
studying shrews, voles and rats as
anything else.”

He wrote and edited books on the
distribution of Montana’s animals,
and compiled a bibliography of tech-
ical papers on wildlife published
between 1950 and 1976.

““He was really interested in na-
ture.”” said Thompsen.
